* The subject of road safety and traffic within the Parish of Alkham was clearly
identified by the Traffic Action Group in April 2018 and the identified problems are
still clearly the top priority for most residents.

= The project team propose that the significant amount of additional feedback

raised by residents at the Village Hall open discussion day in autumn 2018 plus the
additional 208 comments received in this survey are iImmediately passed over to
the Traffic Implementation Group for review.

= Recommendation to Parish Council: Where appropriate, the working copy of the
TAG report should be revised, reviewed and updated as an immediate priority and
then progressed with KCC.




* The ability for RESIDENTS to COMMENT anonymously on the

questionnaire resulted in a very successful engagement with
residents.

* OVER 650 comments and suggestions were made on the survey
forms in addition to completion of the “structured answer boxes".

* The comments will be consolidated with other similar comments, |

then summarised by topic in a document to be considered
alongside the more structured questionnaire output presented
tonight, plus earlier feed back from the village open day, traffic
and Byway survey reports.
